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THE  TEN  COMMANDMENTS  OF  THE  ARC
1.
If nobody is at the boathouses, please close the upper and lower boat house doors and lock the cage.  Do not leave the combination on the combination locks.

2. Never row before sunrise or after sunset, or in bad weather.  Do not row club equipment in the fog.  Follow the ARC safety rules.

3. Row only the boats at the level for which you are checked out.  Make an appointment with the check-out person to be checked out for each level (Level I, Level II, or Level III).

4.
Singles, pairs, and doubles land and leave from the lower dock.  All large boats must use the upper dock.  Leave the docks in the downstream direction only.
5. Thoroughly clean boats after rowing.  Wash the outside of the boat, and always clean the tracks.  Always report damage to the Equipment Chair immediately and mark the boat "Out of Service" when necessary.  Never row a boat marked "Out of Service".
6. Always log in and out with your last name and name of the boat.  Check the reservation book before using boats to make sure that you are not using a reserved boat, and bring the boat back in time.
7. You can use a club boat for up to 90 minutes;  after that, you can extend your row in 30 minute increments as long as the boat is not reserved and/or nobody is waiting to use the boat.

8. Know the river.  Learn the sandbar and weed map.  Row on the correct side of the river.  Look often.

9. Guests are permitted three rows only per year and must sign a waiver form.
10. Behave courteously and treat members, guests, boats, ARC facilities as well as your fellow river users with respect.  Clean up after yourself.
